Let us also extend to her the respect and love she deserves for her service, as one appointed over you in the Lord.

Procession moves to the chancel.

May the Giver of all grace enable you to be so merciful that you be not remiss; so to minister discipline that you do not forget mercy; that when the Chief Shepherd shall appear, you may receive the never-fading crown of glory; through Jesus Christ our Lord.
